The next course begins January 17, 2011. 

The MT Tools Credential Study Course covers the CMT and RMT credentialing exams and will hopefully better prepare you to sit for the exam. For those who are already certified, it is a good refresher course. 
Prepared by CMTs who have years of experience, this course will cover the topics outlined in the candidate guides to give you a brush up on those skills you already possess and help you understand where your weaknesses may be. 

The course will run for 12 weeks. You can join at any time as it is a self-study, self-paced course. While it is self-paced, it is recommended that you complete it within the 12 week timeframe so that you have a well-defined goal of completing the course and going on to take the exam.

That means you won’t have to do this completely on your own, but will have the support to make it a successful course for you.
